Autobiographical Account
[Essay Writing]
As your final project, you are going to draft an autobiographical account of your life.  Some of your information will focus on what your have already done, but it also needs to include what you would like to do as well.  You will turn in a typed account of your life.  
Here are some questions to get you thinking about “what” to include in your autobiography beyond what you have done/accomplished.  It doesn’t HAVE to include any of these, and obviously it won’t cover ALL.  They are just ideas for you(
1. What would you be if you could be anything and why?

2. What would you never be and why?

3. What three adjectives describe you?  Elaborate with explanation.

4. What three adjectives would your parents use to describe you?  What would friends use?  What adjectives would your grade school teachers/high school teachers use to describe you?

5. What would be your worst nightmare?  Explain.

6. When you write your autobiography, what 3 pictures would you include with the actual writing?  Why?

7. Write about your favorite place – one that you have actually visited – and why that place has made such an impact on your life.

8. If you could trade places with anyone for a day, who would that person be?  Why?

9. List 5 “firsts” of your life that should be included.  Explain the significance if necessary.
10. List 5 significant people and explain how they have impacted your life.

11. List 5 people - living, dead, or fictitious – that you would like to meet and why.

12. List 5 places that you would like to visit in your lifetime and why.

13. List 3-5 modes of transportation that you have never used but would like to try.

14. List 5 of your earliest memories from your childhood.  Give your theory as to why these stand out in your mind.

15. List 5 adventures you would like to try if you had the time/money/guts.
16. What is the hardest thing you have ever done in your life?  Explain why.

17. What are your dreams for the future?  What do you need in order to achieve those dreams?  Consider your talents and skills.  Also, consider what compromises might need to be made in order to attain these dreams.  

18.   Consider theses “necessities”:  wealth, dreams, integrity, independence, happiness, status, friendship, self-respect, security, excitement.  Choose 3-5 that you would consider as true “necessities”, and explain why those are necessities in life.  Try to tie in with personal examples.

19. What is your life motto?  Explain.  A good way to “end” your autobiographical account may be to tie in your motto for life.  By envisioning the future, you may empower yourself to succeed at your dreams and goals.

I would like you to title your account “Becoming (your name)”.  Create a cover page that includes your title, name, date, and some sort of picture or graphic.  Since the autobiography is obviously about you, a picture of you would be a very appropriate addition to your cover(.
At this point in your life, there have been experiences that have truly formed you into the person that you are today, but there are so incredibly many more experiences that will continue to shape the person that you are to become.  Focus on some of your dreams, goals, and aspirations.  Again, the questions above don’t all need to be answered.  They are “IDEAS” to get you thinking.  Your last paragraph/conclusion should focus on the direction you are heading for your future.  It isn’t a traditional essay conclusion.   It is more so a statement of future plans and goals.  
Regardless of the format you take, make sure to link one idea to the next with transitions.  You will want to focus on “YOU” as “YOU” are the subject.  This will be written from the 1st person perspective.  You “can” use the pronouns “I” and “me.”
Your final draft will be 5-6 pages (double-spaced) in length PLUS your additional cover page – all within ONE file.  Please do not exceed the 6 pages as time is minimal for me to correct these(.

ALSO – PLEASE copy/paste the essay rubric to the end of your final draft.

The other part of this assignment will be to take some of the information from your autobiography and create a power point presentation for your class.  You will want to include pictures of your life and points that others may not necessarily know about you.  Try to vary your pictures through the various stages of your life and include both family and friends.  Don’t weigh too heavily on one group.  This power point could also serve as an excellent tool for your graduation reception.  You will present this power point to the class in the form of a speech.  Not every slide needs to have pictures; some may contain word art or something that depicts “who you are”.  You do need pictures as well.  I would like to see 25-30 slides.  When you present, you will briefly explain each slide.  Your actual presentation should range between 5-7 minutes.  You can’t go over 8 minutes!!! 
You will either need to share your presentation with me or have it saved to a flashdrive so we can project it from my computer on your scheduled presentation day.  
***I understand some of you may want to include more than the 25-30 slides for your graduation receptions.  If that be the case, make two versions:  one for class and one for your party.  This way you stick within your limit.  We want to be able to have enough time to get through EVERYBODY during class(
