Bathroom Cleaning Checklist

· De-clutter entire bathroom, clear counters, put away stray reading material, put everything away in the closet or in the proper room
· Clear floors – pick up lint, hair, trash, etc. and throw away; sweep with broom & dust pan, if necessary
· Empty trash (if more than half full) and put in new liner
· Remove soap/sanitizer from the counter/sink and wipe it down thoroughly with bathroom cleaner and a rag. You may need to scrub stubborn places more than once. Don’t forget ledges and cracks, and wipe down the faucet/sink/drain trap, too.
· Clean mirror with a microfiber cloth and water only. Just wet one corner of the cloth to wipe down splatters, then use the dry part to make it streak-free.
· Use a sanitizing wipe to sanitize the toilet flusher and the sink faucet (use separate wipes). Make sure to leave those surfaces wet and bubbly, because that’s how it sanitizes as it dries. You can also use the toilet flusher wipe on the toilet seat (bottom first, then top, then throw away).
· Change the hand towel for a fresh one.
· When everything is complete, wash your hands and come find a parent for inspection.
