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Remove everything from counters and from the bath/shower.

Remove anything from the floors – rugs, clothing, etc.

Spray down the shower with your cleaning solution.

Squirt the toilet bowl with toilet bowl solution so it can soak while you tackle the rest of the bathroom.

Wipe down mirrors.

Wipe down cabinets and doors.

Straighten out inside of cabinets. If you don’t have storage bins, don’t worry. Just line the containers up and group them by type: hair, body, hygiene, first-aid, etc.

Sweep the floor – it’s best to do this before you start scrubbing the toilet/shower, just in case any water drops on the floor. Sweeping and wet does not mix well!

Scrub the shower and the tub.

Scrub down the toilet.

Wipe down the counters and clean the sink.

Take a dry towel and dry the counters, toilet, and the edge of the tub.

Put everything back in the shower. Make sure and check for empty bottles. Wipe down the containers before putting them back in.

Replace items that belong on the counter, be sure to wipe these down too. Wipe down any tooth brush holders – they tend to get gunky after a few days

Mop the floor last.
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
