The foreign partner institution shall provide a suitable work place, including access to libraries and technical facilities, it is however expected that the PhD student bring own lab top. 
The foreign partner institution will provide assistance to find appropriate accommodation for the PhD student. Health insurance coverage and immigration formalities must be arranged by the host university or research personnel in the PhD student’s country of origin prior to the arrival at the foreign partner institution.

One of the members is employed at Faculty of Science; another member is suggested to be employed at the foreign partner institution while the last member is employed at another university but UCPH.  Due to the Danish legislation the supervisors from the collaborating university and Faculty of SCIENCE are not allowed to be member of the assessment committee.
