COMMISSION AGREEMENT 

between

CHORUS NAME (Commissioner) and
COMPOSER NAME (Composer)
Composer and Commissioner hereby agree as follows:

1) COMMISSION AND SCOPE OF AGREEMENT.  

a) Subject to the terms and conditions of this Agreement, Commissioner commissions Composer to write a work for SATB choir (hereafter referred to as Piece), lasting approximately seven (7) minutes.  
b) Exact instrumentation will be determined at a later date, and is subject to change at the discretion of Composer but will include these three settings/versions:
· SATB chorus (with possible soloists) and chamber orchestra (2222 4221 timp, perc & strings).

· SATB chorus and piano version

· SATB chorus, piano and 2-3 instruments version

c) Texts for Piece will be chosen by Composer, based on suggestions and ideas from Commissioner.  All texts used in Piece are subject to approval by Commissioner. Permission to use any copyrighted texts in Piece will be obtained by Composer.

d) The Piece will be premiered by the Commissioner.

2) DELIVERY AND DEADLINES.  
Score Draft for review to Chorus Director:  not later than date, year.
Completed Choral/Piano Score:  date, year (the Commissioner will duplicate)
Midi files for the work for use in creating part-predominant rehearsal tracks: date, year
Completed Orchestral score and parts: date, year
Composer Program Notes, Press Photograph and Biography: date, year
SATB chorus, piano and 2-3 instruments version: date, year
Format of completed score: Clearly legible choral score executed in Finale software in addition to one printed original for each part. All of these said scores, parts and copies will be the property of Commissioner. The Commissioner agrees not to distribute the work to any other persons or organizations without permission of the Composer. 

3) DATE OF PREMIERE.  Premiere of Piece by Commissioner shall be date, year.
4) OTHER DUTIES OF THE COMPOSER:

Rehearsals:  The Composer agrees to be present and participate in the several rehearsals with the musicians who will be premiering Piece.

The Composer agrees to be present at the following performance(s) of the Piece:

· Date, year (premiere) location, address, city (performance time). 
· Meet the composer event 30 minute before each concert.

5) COMPENSATION.  In consideration of the services provided in this Agreement, Commissioner agrees to pay Composer a total fee of $7,500 (seven thousand five hundred dollars), payable in three installments:
1. On execution of this agreement, ($2,000)

2. On selection of texts and securing of copyright to use text in a musical setting, ($2,000)
3. On delivery of the final copy of Piece ($3,500)
This compensation is intended to cover duplication costs and rights to secure lyrics.
6) EXCLUSIVITY.  The Composer will retain ownership of the composition copyright. Composer will not authorize any other performance of Piece prior to the premier performance on date, year.  Exclusive performances by Commissioner of Piece or any section or sections of Piece will be authorized for a period of one (1) year following Premiere of Piece (i.e. until date, year.).  After this date, all other rights are reserved for the Composer's unlimited use, with the exception of permission to allow unlimited further performances of Piece by Commissioner.  Composer requests that Composer be notified of such performances of Piece.

7) WRITTEN CREDITS.  

a) COMPOSER CREDIT.  Commissioner shall credit Composer in all press releases, 
programs, posters, publicity and all promotional materials as follows:

b) COMMISSIONER CREDIT.  If Composer licenses or authorizes the use, 

reproduction, or performance of Piece to any other performer, venue or publisher, 
Commissioner shall be credited as follows in the printed score of Piece:

"Commissioned by Chorus Name
 in honor of XXX.

Funded by XXX 

8) RECORDING RIGHTS.  The Commissioner will provide (or "make every attempt to provide") the Composer with two digital recordings of the premiere performance(s) of the Piece. No copies of said recording shall be distributed or broadcast without Composer’s prior permission.  The terms of distribution of further copies of Premiere of Piece, for sale or otherwise, shall be negotiated in a subsequent agreement between the appropriate parties.

9) ASSIGNMENT. Each party agrees that it shall not assign this letter of Agreement or any of the rights granted herein without the prior written consent of the other.  This Agreement shall insure to the benefit of and shall be binding on the heirs, legal representatives, successors and assigns of each party.

10) GOVERNING LAW.  This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of XXX.

If the above provisions meet your understanding of our Agreement, please sign one copy of this document and return to the Commissioner.  The other copy is for your records.
