3. BOOKING PRODEDURE

a). From the time the Producer calls to book the Artist, it is understood that the booking request remains valid for a 24-hour period from the time of the booking. If the agent does not confirm the booking within 24-hours there shall be no obligation on the part of the Producer to the agent, Artist and/or their loan-out corporation.

b). When accepting a booking it is understood that a weather day hold is a professional courtesy provided to the producer, which makes the cameraperson available to shoot on the first available weekday following the cancelled weather day.  It is the responsibility of the producer to release the weather day hold on the cameraperson as soon as the producer determines the shoot days are not in jeopardy of a weather day cancellation. 

4. POSTPONEMENT/ CANCELLATION

In the event the production is cancelled, postponed, or shortened, the following terms will apply: 

a). Postponement:  If the Production should move either two days forward to two days backwards from the dates of engagement and the schedule change does not conflict with other work booked by the Artist, the Producer will not be charged for the change in schedule.

b). Cancellation:  In recognition of the unique and extraordinary services of the Artist and of the Artist’s declining other work during the period of the Production, the Producer understands that cancellation, shortening, or rescheduling of three or more days of the Production requires compensation to the Artist as follows:

1. greater than 28 days before start of Principal Photography:  Artist will be paid 10% of fees for lost/rescheduled days.

2. from 28 days to 14 days before start of Principal Photography: Artist shall be paid 50% of fees for lost/rescheduled days.

3. from 14 days to 7 days before start of Principal Photography:  Artist shall be paid for 75% of fees for lost/rescheduled days.

4. from 7 days before start of Principal Photography through end of Principal Photography:  Artist shall be paid for 100% of fees for lost/rescheduled days.

All fees to be paid within ten (10) days of cancellation, shortening, or rescheduling.  No other damages may be assessed to the Producer.

5. CREW REQUESTS 

The Artist and Producer shall have mutual approval of crew in the following categories: grip, electric, and camera department. If the Artist requests specific crewmembers, it is understood that those crew members work under the terms and conditions set by the Producer.  These terms will be disclosed to the Artist’s representative at the time of the booking.  If the requested crew fails to agree to the terms and conditions set by the Producer they may be replaced at the Producers discretion. 

6. PHOTOGRAPHY/RE-SHOOTS

Artist will be consulted on all 2nd Unit photography, plates, and all other photography on the Project that may not be directly under the Artist’s supervision. Artist has the right of first refusal regarding delayed or additional photography, to be paid at his same daily rate.

In the event a re-shoot becomes necessary due to an error on the part of the Artist, it is understood the Artist will re-shoot the job in a timely fashion at the same day-rate as agreed to for principal photography.

POST PRODUCTION

Subject to Artist’s availability, Producer will consult with Artist for the purpose of all post-production color correction, grading, and creative manipulation of the image or any other process where color correction is to be implemented for a master for cable, television, video cassettes, DVDs, or laser discs."

7. TRAVEL 

Air travel shall be provided in the same class as the director.  Per Diem shall be paid upon arrival at the location at the rate of ___________ for the travel/scout/prep and shoot days as stated above. 

8. BILLING 

Artist is responsible for invoicing Producer and shall be compensated as noted under schedule A.

9. INSURANCE 

If paid on time card, Producer will provide Artist with workers compensation insurance coverage as required by applicable state law for the entire duration of this project and subsequently agrees to provide verification of that coverage. 

10. ELEMENT/SHOW REEL

The Artist shall have access to the finished project on a master format when made available to Producer. These materials will be made available at no cost to the Producer, and the Artist recognizes that he or she must obtain permission of agency/client for any use.
