CREW DEAL MEMORANDUM AGREEMENT

(“Head Case” - Line Producer”)

The following agreement, dated as of February 6, 2009 shall constitute the basic terms and conditions of the agreement (“Agreement”) between Nicolas Iovino (“Line Producer”) and Mackenzie Crutcher (“Producer”) in connection with the short-length motion picture presently entitled “Head Case” (“Picture”), as follows:

1. Services.
Line Producer agrees to successfully perform (in the best efforts) and may delegate, but only with the approval from the Producer the following services:

1.1 Line Producer shall coordinate, facilitate, and oversee all pre-production and production (“Principal Photography”), including all Test-shoots that may occur.

1.2 Line Producer shall be responsible for the successful negotiation of all agreements including locations, transportation, catering, and all crew and Work-for-Hire contracts in addition to the acquisition all necessary city, state, and municipal permits for production to successfully go underway.

1.3 Line Producer shall approve and initial all Cast Sheets and Schedules in connection with the 1st Assistant Director of any Crew Members that may influence these processes before the official distribution of the documents. This facilitation shall be under the Line Producer’s scrutiny although must be ultimately approved by the Producer subject to availability.

1.4 Line Producer shall attend all mandatory Production Meetings until the completion of Production, at which time, Line Producer shall deliver a final actualized production budget to Producer, and the services of the Line Producer shall terminate.

2. Payments and Compensation.
2.1
Producer shall furnish Line Producer, at no cost, with one (1) DVD of the Picture no later than (1) month after a DVD of the Picture is widely available (within the access of the public.)

2.2
Producer shall present Line Producer with (2) invitations to the first significant Chicago screening of the Picture, in addition to the Cast & Crew Premiere, if any.

2.3
Line Producer shall be entitled to receive as contingent compensation an amount equal to 5 percent of 100% of the “Producer’s Profit” of the Picture. Line Producer shall be granted the same definition of “Producer’s Profit” pursuant to which the Producer is compensated, if any.
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3. Credit.
3.1
Provided Line Producer is not in default hereunder, Producer shall accord Line Producer on screen credit on all versions of the Picture and in all advertising of the Picture (subject to motion picture industry exceptions) on a single card in the same size and type as the credit for the Producer and immediately preceding the credit for the Producer substantially in the form:

“Line Producer – Nicolas Iovino”.

4. Confidentiality.
4.1 Neither Line Producer nor Producer shall disclose to any third party any confidential business or future plans of Producer related to the Picture at any time acquired, and no reference is to be made regarding the terms of this Agreement (in its entirety) in any advertising, publicity or promotional material without prior consent of the Producer and the Line Producer.

5. Names and Likeness.
5.1 Line Producer hereby grants to Producer the right to use Line Producer’s name, likeness and/or biography in connection with the production, distribution, exhibition, advertising, promotion and other exploitation of the Picture and promotional “Making Of” film, if any, and all subsidiary and ancillary rights therein, including without limitation, publications, marketing and advertising of the Picture and/or the promotional “Making Of” film; provided, however, any merchandising and commercial tie-ups shall require the express written permission of the Line Producer.

6. Travel and Expenses.
6.1 Producer shall not reimburse any purchases made by the Line Producer without the prior consent and approval of Producer (whether or not included in the budget); provided, however, in the event the production phase of the Picture is produced at a savings (“under budget”) then Producer shall reimburse Line Producer for all Picture related prior approved expenses as evidenced by paid third party receipts.

6.2 Producer shall not take responsibility for Line Producer’s liability and collision insurance or any deductibles on any personal vehicle used in conjunction to Line Producer’s services performed for the Picture; provided, however, Producer will use his/her best efforts to minimize use of Line Producer’s personal vehicle.

7. “Making Of” Films.
7.1 Subject to Line Producer’s availability and reasonable approval rights, Line Producer agrees to cooperate with Producer in the creation of promotional “Making Of” film subject to Line Producer’s services in connection with the principal photography of the
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Picture. Additionally, Line Producer agrees that Producer may use portions of the Picture and “behind the scenes” shots in said promotional “Making Of” films and may exploit said promotional “Making Of” films in any and all media whatsoever (whether now known or hereafter devised) without the payment of any compensation whatsoever to any crew member.)

8. Force Majeure.
8.1 If by any reason of an event of force majeure, as that term is commonly understood in the motion picture industry (including, without limitation, fire, flood, labor strike, acts of god, or disfigurement, death or disability of principal cast or crew of the Picture), the production or completion of the Picture is materially hampered, interrupted or interfered with, then Producer shall have the option to suspend this Agreement for a period of one month. Should the event of force majeure extend beyond said period of one month then Line producer shall have the option to terminate this Agreement.

9. Work For Hire
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9.1 Columbia College Chicago (CCC) shall be the owner of all results and proceeds of Line Producer’s services, including any copyright, trademark, and any other intellectual property rights in any work or property created by Line Producer or anyone under Line Producer’s direction. Line Producer acknowledges that Line Producer’s work is a “work for hire” within the scope of Line Producer’s employment, and therefore CCC shall be the author and copyright owner of any created work under this agreement.

10. Miscellaneous.
10.1 Governing Law /Arbitration. This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of Illinois and shall not be modified except by a written document executed by both parties; provided, however, any controversy or claim arising out of or in relation to this Agreement shall be resolved by binding arbitration in accordance with the rules and procedures of the Chicago Lawyers for the Arts or any such similar organization and the prevailing party shall be entitled to recover attorneys’ fees and expenses..

10.2 Severability. Except as may be expressly provided to the contrary herein, each provision of this Agreement shall be considered separate and divisible, and in the event that any such provision is held to be invalid, void or unenforceable by a court of competent jurisdiction, the remaining provisions shall continue to be in full force and effect without being impaired or invalidated in any way.

10.3 Entire Agreement. This Agreement expresses the entire understanding of the parties hereto and replaces any and all former agreements or understandings, written or oral, relating to the subject matter hereof. The parties hereto acknowledge and agree that in entering into this Agreement they have not relied upon or been induced by any promise or representation (express or implied, oral or written) of the other party not contained herein.
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10.4 Binding Effect. This Agreement, and all rights and obligations hereunder, shall be binding to the benefit of the parties hereto and their respective heirs, successors, licensees and assigns.
