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SUDDEN DEATH OF MR. H. J. PARSON.—

We regret to announce the death of Mr. H. J. Parson, which took place at his residence somewhat suddenly early on Tuesday morning, at the age of 54. Mr Parson was well known and much respected in the town, having carried on business as pharmaceutical chemist on Peas-hill, Cambridge, for the past twelve years. He had just returned from a holiday at St. Leonard’s and was then slightly unwell. He attended business as usual on Saturday.

Mr Parson was born at Ely, and was apprenticed to the late Mr C. Gillett, chemist. He obtained a second with honours in the Major Examination in 1872. Until about 12 years ago he resided in Hull, when he came to Cambridge, taking the business on Peas-hill from his uncle (Mr Gillett). Mr Parson was a member of the Pharmaceutical Association, and his professional opinions were much respected by his fellow members. He was a promi-nent member of the Wesleyan Church, and in his death the circuit has sustained an al-most irreparable loss. During his residence in Cambridge he at different times filled all the offices open to the layman in the Wesleyan Church, and invariably proved himself, to those with whom he came in contact, to be a man whom to know was to love and admire. For some years he had filled the office of Sunday school superintendant at Hobson-street Church, and succeeded in earning the affections of both scholars and teachers. Owing to failing health he was recently compelled to resign the office.

The funeral takes place this (Friday) afternoon, a service being held at Hobson-street Chapel, and the last rites being performed at Mill-road Cemetery.
