CONTRACT FOR SERVICES

YARDLEY HASTINGS’ VILLAGE HANDYMAN

Information for potential contractors

Yardley Hastings Parish Council’s existing Village Handyman Contract expires on 31st March 2021. The Council is inviting tenders for a new contract for the services of a Village Handyman (afterwards referred to as the Contractor) for a period of 36 months from 1st April 2021 to 31st March 2024. The successful Contractor will not be an employee of the Council but will be self employed and therefore responsible for providing their own insurance cover and making their own income tax and national insurance arrangements, as appropriate.

The Contractor will be required to enter into a written agreement with the Council.

Background Information

The Parish Council currently owns, or is responsible for, 8 wooden seats, 9 litter bins, the Recreation Ground and all the equipment therein*, the Millennium Triangle area, sign and wall, the Pocket Park adjacent to the Recreation Ground in High Street, the Old Pond Site (the grassed area surrounded by chain link and posts opposite the entrance to The Greenyard) and the closed Churchyard (i.e.: that part of the Churchyard no longer used for burials). Attached is a map, showing the areas referred to and the location of the equipment, together with a copy of the Council’s current Recreation Ground Report Sheet.

· N.B.: It is intended that new equipment will be installed during 2021
Any queries about the location of the works required should be referred to the Clerk to the Council.

Works to be carried out under the Handyman Contract.

1) Under the terms of the agreement with the Council, the Contractor will be required to undertake the following work with all necessary additional labour and assistance being provided and paid for by the Contractor.

a) To tidy up and keep tidy, on at least a weekly basis, the areas known as the Recreation Ground, Pocket Park, Millennium Triangle, Old Pond, the Closed Churchyard and the immediate vicinity of the Bus Shelter in Bedford Road West and dispose of any rubbish etc. from the same. This excludes grass cutting except in those areas specified separately in (c) below.

b) To carry out a weekly safety inspection of the Recreation Ground equipment and complete a written report sheet on the same, provided by the Council. Report sheets to be returned on a weekly basis to the Clerk to the Council, Mr G. Gill at 11 Castle Ashby Road. Any vandalism damage should be reported to the Clerk without delay, preferably by telephone, in order that the Police may be informed as soon as possible.

c) To cut the grass and remove cuttings in the following areas shown on the attached map, i.e: Millennium Triangle, Closed Churchyard and Old Pond. Strimmers must not be used on the Millennium Triangle site. Cuts to be made at varying periods, according to weather conditions and season, in order to maintain a satisfactory appearance to these areas throughout the year.

d) To keep roadside drains and gullies throughout the village free from surface debris and to collect and dispose of the same as appropriate. In particular to keep the drainage channels in the roadside grass verge near Paddock House, High Street and the brook side drainage channels throughout the village free from obstruction.

e) To keep the bark in the children’s play area raked and free of weeds and to spread new bark provided by the Council as required

f) To empty the Council's litter bins

g) Within two weeks after the Village Bonfire in November of each year to clear and re-seed the bonfire site in the grounds of the Memorial Hall, repeating such re-seeding in the spring if weather conditions require.

h) Following the annual cut of the hedge between the Recreation Ground and Bedford Road West to collect any remaining debris from the pavement and dispose of the same

2) The Contractor will carry out the works to the satisfaction of the Chairman / Clerk of the Council, whose directions as to the places where work is required shall be final and binding in relation to work carried out under the contract.

3) The Contractor shall be paid in 36 equal monthly instalments with the first payment to be made one month after the commencement date of the signed contract.

4) The Contractor shall at all times duly insure himself and all persons, if any, employed by him against accident and liability to the public and shall indemnify the Council against all liability in that connection to a minimum sum of £5 million. A copy of the Contractor’s insurance policy along with the latest premium receipt shall be given to the Council at or before the signing of the contract, and as and when such insurance policy is renewed or substituted during the currency of the contract the Contractor shall forthwith forward a copy of the relevant premium receipt together with a copy of any substitute insurance policy (if applicable) to the Clerk of the Council.

5) The Contractor shall provide all his own plant, tools, equipment, materials and fuel of all kinds necessary for the carrying out of the work required to be done under this contract and dispose of all rubbish etc.

Submission of tender

a) Tenders are invited for the works listed above.

b) If any person tendering is to his / her knowledge related to any member of or the holder of any office under the Council, he / she and the person to whom he/she is related shall disclose the relationship in writing to the Clerk. Any person tendering who fails to do this shall be disqualified from the tendering process, and if appointed, may have their contract cancelled.

c) Canvassing of members of the Council for any appointment or contract under the Council shall disqualify the candidate for such appointment.

d) Tenders must be sealed in the Tender envelope provided and returned to Mr G. Gill, Clerk to Yardley Hastings Parish Council, 11 Castle Ashby Road, Yardley Hastings, NN7 1EL. Tenders sent by email will not be accepted.

e) Tenders must be received no later than 5pm on Friday 8th January 2021.

f) The outcome of the tender process will be notified to applicants by Friday 15thJanuary 2021, by email where possible. If you have an e mail address please provide this with your tender.
