* Make sure to write out full sentences for the main point sentences, transitions and intro/conclusion. 
*Subpoints do not need to be in full sentences, but they DO need parenthetical citations.

*Note when you will show visuals in your outline in parentheses.
Introduction:

Attention Grabber:( Take a few sentences to clearly draw your audience into the subject. Asking questions is overdone. Use a clear strategy to make them interested in your topic.)
Thesis: (A sentence that shows what your audience will learn from you.)
Transition: (in italics)
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Conclusion: 

Wrap up what you have proven and leave your audience thinking and interested.
Citations 101: An example of using citations in the informational speech outline.

a. Taking a Break (Craft).

b. Write something completely different (Robers).

Notes:

1. Each subpoint contains a citation in parentheses.
2. Citations come at the end of the thought, but BEFORE the period.

3. Ideas that came from multiple sources use semicolons to separate sources.  (The more sources you use, the more credible your research!)
4. Sources that begin with titles use the first 3-4 words of the title only.
5.  Visuals are cited too!
