If you believe that you have a reason for the non-renewal which is not retaliatory, please respond to [me/us] in writing with that reason by [date], so that we may have a productive conversation about how to go forward. If [I/we] don’t hear from you by [date], [I/we] will be forced to take further action to protect [myself/ourselves] as tenant[s]. [I/We] believe, though, that it would be much more expedient to work it out directly with you, and [I/we] hope that you will respond so that we may keep our working relationship cordial.
