When should this form be used?

A Parenting Plan should be required in all cases involving time-sharing with minor child(ren), even when the time-sharing is not in dispute. This form or a similar form should be used in the development of a Parenting Plan.

This form should be typed or printed in black ink. Please either delete or strike-through terms or paragraphs that are inappropriate or inapplicable to your agreement. If an agreement has been reached, both parties must sign the Parenting Plan and have their signatures witnessed by a notary public. After completing this form, you should file the original with the clerk of the court in the county where the petition was filed and keep a copy for your records. If the parents have not reached an agreement, a proposed Parenting Plan shall be filed by both parents at the time of or any time prior to the final hearing. If an agreed Parenting Plan is not filed by the parties, the court shall establish a Plan. The court may accept the Parenting Plan submitted by the parties, or the court may develop and adopt the court’s own Parenting Plan.

If the parents are unable to decide on a Parenting Plan, there shall be a rebuttable presumption that the court shall enter a Plan using one of the proposed Parenting Plans submitted by the parents, provided the proposed Plan safeguards the child's right to equal access to each of the two parents based upon clear evidentiary facts. In any situation with two fit parents, there shall be a rebuttable presumption that the court will use the least restrictive means available to order equal parenting time and enter an order consistent with the latest peer-reviewed research that shared parenting is best for children.

The parent-child relationship is critical to the welfare of the child and to each parent having a relationship with the child, and the relationship between a child and each parent is a fundamental right and should be fostered, supported, and encouraged by the state.

What does the peer-reviewed research say?

Forty studies have been published in peer-reviewed academic journals, and these 40 studies are all of the studies that exist currently. They are the entire body of studies that have been published over the last 25 years in which children were compared in the two types of families. All 40 studies found better outcomes for the children who lived in the shared parenting families across almost all of the measures.

Therefore, it is the experts’ opinion that it should be the policy of this state that there shall be a rebuttable presumption that fit parents act in the best interests of their children, and the best interests of children is to ensure that they have equal (35% to 50%) and continuing contact with each of their parents, as well as to encourage parents to share equally in the rights and responsibilities of rearing their children after they have separated or dissolved their marriage, unless the parents have agreed to do otherwise.

These studies include families where the Court has ordered shared parenting, and yet there is still a high amount of conflict between the parents. These situations are still positive for the children. In other words, the research shows that children should not be deprived of parenting time if the parents are in conflict. That is when children
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need strong relationships with both of their parents. The higher the conflict, the more they need the shared parenting. Experts say whether shared parenting is court-ordered or lawyer-negotiated, shared parenting benefits children. The more conflict, the more detailed the Parenting Plan should be. Most of the parents in these 40 studies are not co-parenting. They do have conflicts over parenting issues. They do not try to coordinate everything between their households. They parallel-parent, just like tracks on a railroad track. They leave one another alone. They have a very detailed Parenting Plan that helps them work out the sorts of issues that they would normally have to discuss, such as transportation issues. Co-parenting only works for a very small percentage of the parents who have shared parenting.

There is no controversy among social scientists that shared parenting benefits children. The controversy is what the state law should say about shared parenting.

The best interests of the child(ren) is the primary consideration in the Parenting Plan. 112 social scientists from around the world reached a consensus on shared parenting. It was written by Richard Warshak, and it was published in an American psychological journal called Psychology, Public Policy and Law. It remarkable that 112 social scientists agreed that based on the scientific literature, shared parenting should be the norm for Parenting Plans for children of all ages.

These 112 social scientists also agreed that if the conflict is generated by a parent who feels the other parent is trying to marginalize his or her participation in raising the children, the Court should make an effort to educate the gatekeeping parent about the benefits of Parenting Plans in order to strengthen children’s relationships with both parents.

These 112 social scientists also agreed that there are some parents who are unfit, meaning they abuse their children, or they have drug and alcohol problems. Those parents are not candidates for shared parenting. Of these 112 experts were two former presidents of the American Psychological Association, editor of the Journal of Child Attachment, five deans of universities, seventeen department chairs, and some of the most renowned researchers in the world who have spent their careers studying the research pertaining to children of divorce.

What do certain terms mean?

PARENTING PLAN. A written document created by the parents designating responsibility for the care, control, and well-being of their minor child and providing a detailed plan for the future care and control of their minor child. The Parenting Plan shall set out parenting times including, but not limited to, residential times, residential times for major holidays, birthdays, and school vacation times. The Parenting Plan should cover the matters relevant to the care and custody of the minor child as set forth in the “Equal Access for Children Act.”

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XIII.
RELOCATION – ALABAMA PARENT-CHILD RELATIONSHIP PROTECTION ACT

Pursuant to Ala. Code, 1975, section 30-3-160 et seq., Alabama law requires each party in this action who has either custody of or the right of visitation/parenting time with a child to notify other parties who have custody of or the right of visitation/parenting time with the child of any change in his or her address or telephone number, or both and of any change or proposed change of principal residence and telephone number or numbers of a child. (5) The date of the intended change of principal residence of a child.

(6) A statement of the specific reasons for the proposed change for principal residence of a child, if applicable.

(7) A proposal for a revised schedule of custody or visitation/parenting time with a child, if any.

(8) Unless you are a member of the Armed Forces of the United States of America and are being transferred or relocated pursuant to a non-voluntary order of the government, a warning to the non-relocating person that an objection to the relocation must be made within thirty (30) days of receipt of the notice or the relocation will be permitted.

(9) You must give notice by certified mail of the proposed change of principal residence on or before the 45th day before a proposed change of principal residence. If you do not know and cannot reasonably become aware of such information in sufficient time to provide a 45-day notice, you must give such notice by certified mail not later than the 10th day after the date that you obtain such information.

Your failure to notify other parties entitled to notice of your intent to change the principal residence of a child may be taken into account in a modification of the custody or visitation/parenting time with the child.

If you, as the non-relocating party, do not commence an action seeking a temporary or permanent order to prevent the change of principal residence of a child within thirty (30) days after receipt of notice of the intent to change the principal residence of the child, the change of principal residence is authorized.
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XIV. DISPUTES OR CONFLICT RESOLUTION

[ ] Parents shall attempt to cooperatively resolve any disputes which may arise over the terms of the Parenting Plan. The parents may wish to use a neutral third-party (such as a mediator, counselor, Parenting Coordinator, or other dispute resolution methods and assistance) to resolve any parenting plan disputes before filing a court action about the parenting plan. This shall not apply in the event of an emergency or abusive circumstances.

] A dispute resolution process shall not be required prior to filing a court action.
