All Residents agree and accept the following terms and conditions regarding animals and pets. Resident(s) are responsible for the animal’s actions at all times. The following rules were established to ensure animals or pets do not prevent any resident from enjoying their apartment home and community. The must be abided by at all times. Failure to do so is a material noncompliance of the lease and may result in Landlord revoking the Resident(s) right to have an animal or pet on the premises and may also result in monetary penalties being placed on the resident(s) account. The Landlord agrees to provide written notification of either demand, and Resident(s) agrees to immediately comply.

Resident(s) agrees to pay $20.00 per month per pet for the privilege of keeping a domestic pet on the premises. In addition, Resident(s) agrees to pay Landlord a non-refundable fee of $262.50 for one pet, or $362.50 for two pets. This fee does not cover the cost to repair any damages caused by the pet. The fee will not be refunded to the resident at any time. A portion of this fee will be used to purchase a surety bond with Sure Deposit. Upon completion of the move out inspection and assessment of charges, Sure Deposit will reimburse Old Mill Townhomes for monies owed for damages up to the amount of the bond purchased. Resident(s) agrees to repay Sure Deposit for any funds distributed to Old Mill Townhomes. Resident(s) also agrees to pay for any and all expenses to repair damages exceeding the Sure Deposit bond, in the form of a money order or certified funds immediately upon notification by Old Mill Townhomes of monies owed.

1) Resident(s) will be jointly and severally liable for the behavior and actions of their pet and any damage caused. This includes damage to another person’s property or injury to another person, as well as, damage to the premises. Further, Resident(s) agrees to hold harmless Landlord from any loss arising from injury or damage to person or property incurred as a result of such domestic pets being kept on the premises.

2) No more than 2 pets are allowed in any apartment with a total weight limit of 80 lbs. Only dogs, cats, fish, pet mice, hermit crabs, hamsters, gerbils, guinea pig are allowed. Dogs and cats must be housebroken. Any animal other than a dog or cat must be caged.

3) No aggressive-breed dogs or puppies are allowed at Old Mill Townhomes. The following breeds are restricted: Chow, Rottweiler, Doberman Pinscher, German Shepard, Staffordshire Terriers, Pit Bull, Wolf-hybrids, Alaskan Malamute, Siberian Huskies, Presna Canarios, Canary Dog, Cane Corsos or any Bully breeds. Mixed breed dogs that closely resemble a restricted breed will not be allowed. Management reserves the right to turn away animals based on breed/behavior. No reptiles, dangerous, harmful or poisonous animals will be allowed.

4) Aquarium tanks are allowed; however, Management reserves the right to restrict fish tanks to a maximum weight of 20 gallons on upper levels and no more than 50 gallons on the ground level of each building. If approved by Management, residents with fish tanks exceeding 50 gallons must list Old Mill Townhomes as additionally insure on their renter’s insurance policy. A deposit may be required for fish tanks over 50 gallons.

5) Animals or pets may be left in the apartment, unattended for a period of time considered to be inhumane to the animal, or leave the animal on the patio, balcony, or in a common area of the building unattended.

6) Resident is responsible for paying for any flea treatments during the lease term or at move out.

7) Dog specific rules: Dogs are only allowed to defecate or urinate in areas away from the apartment premises. THE RESIDENT IS RESPONSIBLE FOR CLEANING UP ANIMAL WASTE. FAILURE TO DO SO WILL RESULT IN A $75.00 PENALTY. DOGS MUST BE ON A LEASH AT ALL TIMES. No resident or visitor may have any restricted breed dog within the community.

8) Cat specific rules: Cat must be spayed or neutered. Outdoor cats are prohibited. Cat urine is extremely difficult to remove from carpets, walls, and other porous materials inside the premises. All cats must utilize a litter box, preferably with a “hood” to protect walls and baseboards from the damage associated with cat urine.

9) No animals other than Service Animals will be allowed into the following areas: swimming pool areas (due to health codes, no animal is allowed to swim in the pool), laundry room, clubrooms, recreational facilities, or other common indoor areas.

10) An animal description must be provided below and information concerning the animal must be verified prior to approval, along with a rabies statement with the breed (dogs) specifically stated. Additional information may be requested of your veterinarian. Pets are required to wear identification tags including address and owner. Resident(s) shall comply with all state and local regulations as to licensing, inoculation, etc.

11) Noise or barking shall not be permitted and such noise or barking shall constitute a justifiable complaint as stated in the original Lease Agreement. If, in the opinion of Management (based on reasonable complaints), the animal becomes a nuisance or exhibits aggressive behavior, the animal must be removed immediately upon written notification from Management or legal action will be initiated.

12) Illegal pets (not registered through office) will result in a $200 fine to the resident and the resident must then pay the fees/deposit as stated, sign the Pet Addendum or remove the pet from the premises.

13) Meeting your pet: An in-person meeting must be conducted with your dog and a member of our office team prior to approval of adding a dog to your lease. Please contact the office to schedule an appointment for the interview prior to or on the day of the lease commencement.
