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Short Story: Outline

Topic: Write a short story about a hero, villain or princess.

Exposition:

Protagonist: Main Character in your story

Antagonist: The character in the story that brings conflict (problem)

Characters: other characters in your story.

Setting: the time or places(s) your story is in/about.

Background Information: any detail/information that is going to help the reader understand your story. You may include information about your characters, settings, or something that will happen later on in your story.

Rising Action:

Conflict: Write what the problem in your story will be
