Where Science and Summer Fun Meet!

Introduction 
It’s that time of year again and we’ve been working hard to prepare a science camp experience that will make your child excited about science.  We will explore some new destinations as well as some old favorites.  Your student has seen the pictures in the science textbook, now they can experience the science first hand.  Whether it’s experiencing the East Texas Swamp Ecosystem by airboat or exploring the depths of beautiful Natural Bridge Caverns, your child is sure to learn and see many fascinating things—not to mention having a great time. 

We believe the middle school/junior high years are a time for exploring and investigation…and having a little fun learning along the way. Young people are developing their dreams for the future at this age.  At Summer Science Safari, we help students envision their futures.  We pack as much science and learning into five days as we can, then top it off with lots of fun.

For 14 years, Steve Winebaugh (2003 recipient of Texas Congress of Parents and Teachers Honorary Life Membership award) and Joe Watson (Head Coach of the 2011 State Champion Riverwood Science Olympiad Team and Head Coach of the 2013 State Champion Beckendorff Junior High Science Olympiad Team) have over 39 years’ experience teaching middle school, junior high students. Both are certified teachers with G/T certification. Between the two they hold degrees in Biology, Meteorology, Earth and Life Science. Mr. Watson also has a Master’s Degree in Secondary Education and Supervision. Both have many years of exploring and investigating the Science of Texas.  Together, with several other science professionals we have created a science adventure that you don’t want to miss.  
In Katy, Ron Reese along with other Katy ISD professionals will be leading this year’s camp.  Ron Reese has been a teacher in public education for the past 24 years.  He holds a Bachelor of Science Degree from the State University of New York, at Buffalo.  He spent the first six years of his career in the inner city of Houston, then moved out to Katy to start and raise his family.  He has been teaching in the Katy ISD for the past 18 years.  He currently teaches sixth grade science at Beckendorff Junior High School.  This will be his third summer of facilitating Summer Science Safari in Katy.
Itinerary

Day One:

Introductory Scuba lesson--We will start the day with a trip to the Sabine River area where we will tour the area swamps by Airboat.  Then we head over to Gator Country, home of the Gator 911 on CMT.  Both of these activities offer excellent opportunities to get up close and personal with alligators.  Next, it is back to the area for a beginners Scuba Diving lesson.  No prior experience needed for this day's dive.  Certified diving instructors will introduce the kids to the world of scuba diving.  Instructors will work with the kids and teach them all the do's and don'ts of scuba diving.  Each child will be equipped with the latest dive gear and instruction, then they will spend time diving with a scuba tank in the dive school pool. 

Day Two:
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This day we will head to Texas A&M University for a day of real science. We will begin our day with a tour of the state of the art Texas A&M University Medical School.  Then we are off to learn about Nuclear power and get an up close look at a working nuclear reactor. From there we will stop at TEEX Fire Fighting School. Fire Fighters from around the world practice their fire fighting skills here and learn the skills to save lives at Disaster City; Disaster city is a mock up of a destroyed town. Crushed buildings, massive car pile ups, train wrecks and crashed airplanes are all used here to teach life saving skills. We will end the day with an interactive Cold-Physics Presentation by professors in the Physics Department.  Have you ever stuck your hand in Liquid Nitrogen?  It will give you chills!
Day Three:  
On this day we will be heading west for some Ecological fun. We will visit Wimberley Zip-Line.  Here trained professionals will take us on a Zip-line tour over the Texas Hill Country. Emphasis will be placed on ecology, safety, and fun. Next, we head to the Natural Bridge Wildlife Preserve were students get up close and personal with over 500 animal species. Here, species on the verge of extinction are raised to sustain their population. To top it off, the kids head to their cabins for the night (girl’s cabin, boy’s cabin).
Day Four:
We will get up early this morning and visit San Antonio for a little underground exploration. This year’s cave of choice is beautiful Natural Bridge Caverns, one of the states best. Students will examine stalactites, stalagmites and other cave features in this huge underground system. From here we will try something new—it’s off to Fiesta Texas for an afternoon of breathtaking rides, cool streams, and entertainment.  
Day Five:
Off to Galveston for this last day of the camp.  We have two Marine Biology activities. These will provide a unique hands-on opportunity to study aquatic habitats.  First, students will seine a salt marsh community for native fish and invertebrates, which will then be identified.   Plant and animal life on a Gulf Coast barrier island will also be investigated.  After lunch, we will board the 44 foot Texas A&M research vessel, the Earl Milan.  During this time we will investigate the physical, chemical, and biological processes which make estuaries such highly productive systems.  Students will learn to use Secchi Disks, Peterson Grabs, Nansen bottles, plankton nets and Otter Trawls.
All of this for only $599.00 (for Early Sign-Ups) including all tickets and entry fees. 
 Lunches, gifts, and souvenirs are all the responsibility of the student.
All participants must be 11 to 15 years old.  There is a maximum of 13 participants to fill each session.  Additional applicants will be placed on a waiting list.
