Cell Organelle Trading Card Assignment
Directions:

You are to make a “trading card” for each cell organelle listed on your Cell Organelle Research Worksheet.

Trading cards should include a picture (hand drawn or printed image) of the organelle on one side and information (the material you wrote on the research worksheet) on the other.  Make sure to include the cell function comparison (school, community, business) as well.

Using your “Cell Organelle Research Worksheet” the trade cards should have the following set up:


Side #1:  
a.  Picture of the cell organelle (hand drawn or printed image)


Side #2:  
a.   Name of the cell organelle at the top of the card

b. What type of cell it can be found in

c. What does it do / what is its function

d. Function comparison (school, community, business)

PLEASE NOTE:  

The information provided on the trading cards must be in your own words!!!  If information provided is simply cut and pasted from the resource links, you will receive a zero for this assignment.

Instructions On How To Make Trading Cards in Microsoft Word:

1. Open Microsoft Word software program.
2. Create new document.

3. From menu, click on “table” and choose insert ( table.

4. Select “TWO” columns and “ONE” row and click “OK.”

5. Select the table with the cursor.

6. Right click and select “Boarders and Shading.”

7. Pick your style for the boarder.  (You may come back to this step and revise once finished)

8. Place cursor in row of your table and space down 18 returns.

PLEASE NOTE:  Make sure your entire table for each trading card remains on a single page.  If not, please add enough spaces between each trading card to ensure each trading card is not split between two pages.

9. Begin to add text and pictures.

10.  You may follow the above 9 steps to create each trading card template, or you can simple select the table and “cut and paste” to create each trading card.  Make sure there is at least one space between each card for ease of cutting out the trading cards later.

Adding A Digital Image:

1. Find a picture of the given cell organelle on “Google Images” or any of the resource links provided on the web quest and right click on the image.

2. Select “copy.”

3. Go to the trading card document in word and select the side of the trading card you are going to put the picture.

4. Click “paste.”

5. If you are having issues with the layout of the picture, right click on the image and select “Format Picture.”  Click “Layout” and select “Tight.”  

To Finish:

1. Save your trading card document to your student shared drive.

2. Print a copy from the computer lab printer.

3. Cut out each table (NOT INDIVUDAL SQUARES) and fold each table in half.  

4. You should end up with the picture on one side and your information on the other side.

5. To secure the fold, you can either staple the ends or use tape to secure the unfolded side.
